Mission Statement:  

St. Anne’s Catholic School promotes a nurturing and academically challenging environment for each 
student. St. Anne’s strives to prepare children to live a Christ-centered life as respectful and 
responsible citizens of our school, our church, and our community. 

 

School History:  

St. Anne’s School was started in September of 1882. The dreams and labors of Father Wurst, the 
first pastor at St. Anne’s became a reality with approximately twenty-five families who were 
determined to give their children a Catholic education. The School Sisters of Notre Dame started 
the School. In 1902 the Sisters of St. Joseph took over the direction of St. Anne’s School. There 
were two instances where the future if the school was in doubt. Once was 1955 and one in 
1971. A fund drive was done in 1955 and over $100,000 was pledged. In 1957 a new St. Anne’s 
School building was opened to 271 students in grade 1-8. In 1971 the parish voted to keep the 
school open but reduce the number of grade from 1-4. In conceding years, a 5th grade was added 
and then a 6th grade.  

A preschool was added to assist in the growth at St. Anne’s. Currently we have 29 preschoolers 
and 87 students K-5. St. Anne’s continues to remain a viable part of St. Anne’s Parish and the 
community od Le Sueur.  

During Catholic Schools week, we remember those who came before us. That we walk the halls 
where students and staff have walked before. That we pass on the faith as they had to us. 
Today we are thankful for St. Anne’s, the Parish of St. Anne’s and all those who support us in 
prayer, time, talent and treasure.
